Even our own sensibilities often want to steer
clear of big questions. Small questions are easier. Small questions are more likely to have
answers. Small questions don’t push us or change things. Small questions are
comfortable. Why? Because small questions only have small answers. Our lives are far too
complicated to rely on small answers, because small answers don’t hold up in the big
moments, moments when we ask: “Who am I?” “Why does any of this matter?” “Where do
I go from here?” “Can I bounce back from this?” “Why me?”

Over the coming weeks, we will be asking these questions together in worship. Full
disclosure, we may not find all the answers— but then, they wouldn’t be big questions if
we could. What we will find, I pray, is that we are not alone as we ask them and that the
answers we do find are sacred.
